Die rekord wat hier 
aangeteken staan is opgestel tydens toetse 
wat gedoen is in Long Key Fishing 
Camp, Florida, VSA, toe „n Seilvis 
91,5m (300voet) lyn in 3 sek gevat het. 
  
Nou reken die manne en/of vroue met die 
witjasse en dikbrille (navorsers) dat „n vis 
met „n hoek in sy bek en lyn in die water 
en wat om sy lewe baklei, nie ,n ware 
weerspieling is van hoe vinnig die vis 
regtig kan swem nie, en ja as hulle sou 
vra sou meeste hengelaars hulle vertel dat 
hoe meer lyn in die water hoe hoër is die 
“drag” vir die vis.  
 
Die navorsers van die Central American 
Billfish Association of RSMAS by die 
Universiteit van Miami het bietjie hier 
oor nagedin en besluit om „n plan te 
maak en om nuwe tegnologie in te span. 
Hulle het „n vistag gebou met „n 
elektroniese “accelerometer” in wat 
sataliet opspoorbaar is. Die Tag kan 
onderandere die versnelling van die vis 
meet en ook na „n vasgestelde tyd van die 
vis loskom. So kan die vis aangaan met sy 
normale ding wat ook al „n vis nou sou 
doen en sal die Tag dan data versamel 
gedurende die tydperk.  
 

Sailfish take their name from the large dorsal 

fin that stretches almost the full length of their 

bodies. While their sail-like fins are impressive, 

as is the fight they're known for putting up 

when they encounter fishermen, the sailfish's 

real claim to fame is that it's the fastest 

swimmer in the ocean: these fish reach up to 

68 miles per hour. Sailfish are abundant and 

not considered endangered or under any 

protections for conservation 

Fun fact: The sail is not used for navigation purposes, 

but rather as a hunting or defense tool. When the 

Sailfish is swimming along, the sail is laid along the 

side of the body.
